The unit is 

being installed by Colonial HVAC of Melrose 

at a cost of $5,600.00 This new unit is Energy 

Star rated and is much more efficient to run.

R.A.W. MATERIAL                                                                                          What It Takes 
 

I read something from J. I. Packer that really helped me focus more clearly on our summer theme.   
 

 ñWhile we must always remember that it is our responsibility to proclaim salvation, we 

must never forget that it is God who saves.  It is God who brings men and women un-

der the sound of the gospel, and it is God who brings them to faith in Christ.  Our evan-

gelistic work is the instrument that he uses for this purpose, but the power that saves is 

not in the instrument:  it is in the hand of the One who uses the instrument.  We must 

not at any stage forget that.  For if we forget that it is Godôs prerogative to give results 

when the gospel is preached, we shall start to think that it is our responsibility to secure 

themò (Evangelism and the Sovereignty of God).ò 
 

We share...God saves. 
 

The Apostle Paul spells it out in Romans 10:13,14: 
 

 ñFor whoever will call upon the name of the Lord will be saved.ò 

  How then shall they call upon him in whom they have not believed? 

 And how shall they believe in him whom they have not heard? 

 And how shall they hear without a preacher? (vs. 13,14). 
 

ñThe answer to the first question:  The lost cannot call on the Lord until they  

believe the essence of the gospel, which is the death, burial, and resurrection of  

Jesus Christ (I Cor. 15:1-4). 
 

ñThe answer to the second question:  The lost cannot believe in him until they hear the 

 good news of salvation.  Someone must explain it. 
 

ñThe answer to the third question:  They (the lost) cannot hear the good news with out a 

 preacher (witness).  Consider this: 

Three thousand were saved at Pentecost because 120 witnessed (Acts 8). 

The Ethiopian eunuch was saved because Philip witnessed (Acts 8). 

Paul was saved because of the threefold witness of Stephen, Jesus, and  

  Ananias (Acts 8). 

Cornelius and his household were saved because Peter witnessed (Acts 10). 

The Philippian jailer and his household were saved because Paul and Silas  

  witnessed (Acts 16).ò * 
 

 I came to Jesus Christ at the age of eight through the witness of my pastor Alex Morrison.  Pat 

 did too. 

 My parents heard the gospel from a retired missionary Esther Swaigert. 

 Someone told you! 
 

According to the Bible, everyone who comes to understand and receive the love of God in Jesus 

Christ will do so because someone told them. 
 

What will it take to launch an effective and fruitful evangelistic outreach from First Parish?  The an-

swer is simple:  You and God.  Not a bad combination!!

As youôve probably 

heard me say before, we really need more voices in our group (especially women!) in order to keep our 

music up on the high plateau we owe God in worshipping Him with joy and devotion! Our choir library 

is full of excellent music to praise and worship with, but so much of it needs a bigger group to do it 

(and God!) justice. 

Youôve probably noticed that you see the same 10-12 faces or so week after week up in the choir loft, 

and in order to be there, those people have been so faithful for years in devoting their time to the goal 

of providing the music for our worship from September through June. They are so faithful that they 

feel guilty if they canôt be there on Sunday, even though they may have a perfectly good reason to be 

away due to family or business commitments. Some wonôt even take a vacation without making sure 

the others in their section will be there on Sunday to cover their part! 

Please give some prayerful and serious thought to helping take a bit of the pressure off these faithful 

singers. Although the ability to read music helps, of course, it is NOT a requirement! (Just ask the pre-

sent choir members who donôt read music well but do fine!) Yes, of course choir takes more of a time 

commitment than every other board or committee at FPCC, but isnôt that something you could offer 

God? You do not need to be at rehearsal every Wednesday, nor in the choir loft every Sunday, in order 

to be a valuable contributor to the choir. Remember that even if you miss a rehearsal, we always re-

hearse it again before the service on Sunday so you can ñcatch up.ò And in respect for your time, every 

6 weeks or so we give the choir a ñsabbaticalò so they can miss the service with absolutely no guilt in-

volved! 

Our choir season always starts out with a social occasion the week of Labor Day: our annual choir din-

ner (and mini-rehearsal) provided by our very active Music Committee under the very capable guid-

ance of Joe DôAgostino. This year that date is Wednesday, Sept. 3, at 7:00 PM. ANYONE is invited to 

join us for this occasion if you have even the slightest inclination to sing with us this year. Youôll have 

the chance to get to know our present members over a delicious meal, then get a little idea about what 

our rehearsals and music are like following dinner. Although we do send out letters of invitation to 

some people who we are aware may be interested, thereôs no need for reservations; whether you get a 

letter or not, thereôs always plenty of food to go around. Just COME!
